In the classic rankings of all things stressful, having a house built 
must be near the top. Weather delays, contractors who make appear-
ances on their own schedules, or not at all, shoddy workmanship and 
more add to a list of seemingly endless aggravations. Ask me how I 
know this; because we signed a contract to have a house built last Au-
gust. Since then weôve seen our proposed move-in date be adjusted from Thanksgiving, to Christmas, to 
New Years and now...who knows when it will be finished! I gottaô tell you, for a type ñAò person like my-
self, this is maddening. But what I find surprising is that when I share my experience with others, everyone 
whoôs ever built a house has a similar story. Why is this? I suppose there are many answers, but my favorite 
is the conflict of expectation. You see, plumbers expect fixtures to be installed by a certain date, while those 
responsible for pouring concrete expect weather conditions to be just right. Of course, the foreman expects 
his people to show up on time; and everyone expects to be paid. If anyone of the above, and a myriad of ex-
pectations, arenôt met, people get testy, deadlines are missed, and the whole project is delayed.  
 
This is something the earliest Christians knew something about. Oh, it wasnôt a house they were building, 
but an entire kingdom! To do their work, Jesus had given them all the necessary building blocks to be suc-
cessful; his sufficient grace, the example of his humility, welcome and inclusion, and most important; his 
sacrificial love for all. But I suppose few expected to do much of their building; after all, they expected Je-

sus was coming back soon. So, as the Lord tarried in heaven, rather than 
doing any meaningful work, his workers returned to old sins that threat-
ened the whole building program. To remind them of what was expected, 
one of Godôs foremans, the Apostle Paul said,  ñLead lives worthy of the 
Lord...bear fruit in every good work...and be prepared to endure every-
thing with patience.ò (Col 1:10-11) Well, two thousand years later, weôre 
still awaiting the return of Jesus, and weôre still called to build his king-
dom while we wait. Thus, Paulôs lessons to the faithful about bearing 

good fruit while patiently waiting are still true. 
 
Believe me when I say Iôm working really hard to remember this, especially when I drive over to my still 
incomplete house on a warm(ish), sunny and dry day and see no one working on it. I know that one day it 
will be finished and the difficulties of building it will be a distant memory.  As for the larger project we are 
all responsible for building, weôd do well to remember that thereôs still work to do on that as well. When the 
Chief Architect, and Cornerstone of it returns, Iôm sure we will want to be found busy doing as weôve been 
called and equipped. After all, if weôre not happy when our expectations arenôt met, imagine how the Lord 
feels!

After reading 
that the congregation exists to 
ñwin people to faith in Jesus Christ 
and to help them grow in the grace 
and knowledge of Jesus Christ,ò 

they were then asked how was the 
church specifically satisfying 
these goals. A lively discussion 
ensued that ended with the lead-
ers agreeing that the church can, 
and will, do more to actively en-
gage people in meaningful ways 
this year.  
 
The second half of the workshop 
was occupied with participants 
given tools to hone their adminis-
trative skills. The importance of 
holding regular productive  meet-
ings was discussed as was the
